Seeing God’s Eternal Purpose concerning the Church
and Enlightening All concerning the Economy of the Mystery Hidden in God
Scripture Reading: Eph. 3:3-5, 8-11; Rom. 8:28; 16:25

We need to pray for a spiritual seeing of the church; we shouldn’t be satistied
with what we have seen and what we know until now, but be pure in heart and
poor in spirit to see the church in God’s eternal purpose... Then, based upon the
degree of our seeing, we will be able to carry out the “enlightening all that they
may see the economy of the mystery hidden in God” (Eph. 3:9-11). Christ is the
mystery of God; God is a mystery, and Christ is the revelation and expression of
this mystery, so Christ is the mystery of God.

God knows each and every
one of us from eternity, and

God has an eternal purpose — the purpose of the ages, which He made in eternity
past for eternity future. Before the foundation of the world, before the heavens
and the earth and all things were created, in eternity past, God made a purpose for something in the future, for
eternity to come; this purpose is related to the church. God’s purpose is simply to gain the church, the corporate
expression of Himself through a group of regenerated, transformed, built up, and coordinated people. This is what
God wanted to gain from eternity past, this is why He came to the earth, this is why He died on the cross, and this is
what He is doing right now: He is building up the church.

The church was planned by God in eternity; before time began, in eternity, God purposed to have the church. This
was a mystery hidden from the ages in God’s heart, something deep in the heart and purpose of God, and it was
revealed to His holy prophets and apostles. God purposed to have the corporate expression of Christ, who is the
embodiment and expression of the Triune God. God created the universe as the environment of such an expression,

Jesus our Lord! Hallelujah, in eternity past and for eternity future, God planned and purposed to have the church in
Christ and for Christ! Uplift our view of the church, and grant us to see the church the way You see it. Lord, may our
work here be with the church in view, and may our living and work have an eternal value for the church, so that You
may gain a corporate expression of Yourself in the church!

What was spoken by those who were
filled with he Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost was a recognizable dialect. Genuine tongue-
speaking, is not merely a voice or a sound. Genuine tongue-speaking is a dialect.

The pouring out of the Spirit after Christ’s ascension was the descension of the resurrected and
ascended Christ as the all-inclusive Spirit to carry out His heavenly ministry on earth to build up His
church as His Body for God’s New Testament economy.

Through the
resurrection of Christ God was declaring that the resurrected Christ was the real Messiah, the One
anointed and appointed by God to carry out His eternal commission.

SOME IMPORTANT TERMS
CONCERNING GOD’S ECONOMY—
CHRIST WITH THE CHURCH

Economy

The Greek word for economy, oikonomia, is used three times in Ephesians. In 1:10 Paul speaks of a dispensation, or economy, of the fullness of the
times, in which all things will be headed up in Christ. In 3:2 he speaks of the stewardship of the grace of God, and in 3:9, of the dispensation of the
mystery. The English word economy is an anglicized form of oikonomia, which means administration, stewardship, arrangement, or dispensation. In
particular, in this sense economy denotes dispensing. God’s economy is to dispense Himself into His chosen people. Apart from Himself, God has
nothing to dispense into His chosen ones.

Will

Three times in Ephesian 1, Paul mentioned: the good pleasure of His will (v. 5), the mystery of His will (v. 9), and the counsel of His will (v. 11).
God has an economy because He has a will. In eternity God planned a will. This will was hidden in Him. Hence, it was a mystery. In His wisdom and
prudence He has made this hidden mystery known to us through His revelation in Christ, that is, through Christ’s incarnation, crucifixion, resurrection,
and ascension.

Good Pleasure

Another important term is “good pleasure” (1:5, 9). God has a will in which is His good pleasure. This good pleasure refers to the delight of God’s
heart. The book of Ephesians speaks from the standpoint of the good pleasure of God’s heart. According to 1:9 and 10, God’s good pleasure is what He
has purposed in Himself for an administration. In human terms, God’s good pleasure is that which makes Him happy. There is something within God’s
heart that pleases Him and makes Him happy. This is God’s good pleasure.

Purpose

In Ephesians the word purpose is used three times, twice as a noun and once as a verb. In 1:11 Paul says that we have been predestinated according to
the purpose of the One who operates all things according to the counsel of His will. In 3:11 Paul speaks of the purpose of the ages. The purpose of the
ages is the purpose of eternity, the eternal purpose, the eternal plan of God made in eternity past. In 1:9 the word purpose is used as a verb: “Having
made known to us the mystery of His will, according to His good pleasure which He purposed in Himself.”...the word purpose is the equivalent of the
English word plan. God has a plan which He made in eternity. God has a plan because He has a will, a good pleasure, and an economy. According to
His economy, He made a plan, a purpose.

Counsel

In 1:11 Paul uses the word counsel, saying that God operates all things according to the counsel of His will. When God created man, a conference was
held within the Godhead. For this reason, Genesis 1:26 says, “And God said, Let us make man in our image.” God took counsel with Himself. This
counsel is related to His will.

Mystery

As we have seen, 1:9 mentions the mystery of God’s will. In 3:3 Paul says, “That by revelation the mystery was made known to me.” God’s hidden
purpose is the mystery, and the unveiling of this mystery is revelation. In 3:4 Paul goes on to speak of the “mystery of Christ.” The mystery of God in
Colossians 2:2 is Christ, whereas the mystery of Christ here is the church. God is a mystery, and Christ, as the embodiment of God to express Him, is
the mystery of God. Christ is also a mystery, and the church, as the Body of Christ to express Him, is the mystery of Christ.

In 3:9 Paul speaks of bringing to light the “dispensation of the mystery.” God’s mystery is His hidden purpose. His purpose is to dispense Himself into
His chosen people. Hence, there is a dispensation of the mystery of God. This mystery was hidden in God from the ages (that is, from eternity) and
through all past ages, but now it has been brought to light to the New Testament believers. God’s intention is to make known the dispensation, the
economy, of His mystery.
