Taking the Way of Enjoying Christ as the Tree of Life—Week 5 
 
The Promise of Eating to the Overcomers 
On the positive side, the Lord Jesus mentions our eating of Him at least 
three times. Revelation 2:7 says, “To him who overcomes, to him I will give 
to eat of the tree of life.” This promise of the Lord brings us back to the 
beginning in Genesis 2. This is the real recovery of the Lord. In the garden 
of Eden there was no teaching; there was not even a Bible of thirty-nine 
plus twenty-seven books. What was there at the beginning in the garden 
was the tree of life.  
 
The overcomers are the ones who overcome all the teachings, who turn 
from all the teachings to Jesus. The Lord Jesus promised the overcomers 
to eat of the tree of life. Then He also said, “To him who overcomes, to 
him I will give of the hidden manna” (Rev. 2:17). The hidden manna is 
much better than the old manna. The old manna was open to the public, 
but the Lord gives the hidden manna. It is not public, not open; it is      
private for the overcomers. Lastly, the Lord Jesus said, “If anyone hears My 
voice and opens the door, then I will come in to him and dine with him 
and he with Me” (3:20). To dine is to feast. These verses speak of eating 
the tree of life, eating the hidden manna, and feasting with the Lord Jesus.  
 
The Secret of Overcoming 
In what way can we be the overcomers? Clearly, it is by eating. There is no 
other way. We must not take the way of learning things, the way of     
picking up teachings. May the Lord be merciful to us that we would pick 
up this one way, the way of eating Jesus. Day by day we must eat Him as 
the tree of life, the hidden manna, and the feast. Then we will be the over-
comers.  
 
Eating Jesus Being Our Eternal Portion 
Now we can see that there is no other way to overcome. The unique way 
is eating. We need to eat Jesus. Eating is the unique matter in the whole 
Bible. The Bible starts with the eating of the tree of life, and it ends with 
the same thing. In the New Jerusalem in the last chapter of the Bible, out 
of the throne of God flows a river, and on either side of the river grows 
the tree of life, producing fruits every month to supply the need of all the 
people of the New Jerusalem.  
 
Revelation 22:14 says, “Blessed are those who wash their robes that they 
may have right to the tree of life and may enter by the gates into the city.” 
Our eternal right is to eat the tree of life. Many Christians are happy that 
their robes have been washed, but they do not realize that the washing of 
the robes is for eating the tree of life. This is our eternal portion and     
enjoyment.

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1. Lord, we come to You and Your word afresh. We live not by You but because of You as our ener-
gizing element and supplying factor.

Have 
the thoroughfare in us. May we have a proper digestion, assimilation, and nourishment by musing 
on Your words. 

3. We want to learn from You as the truth is in Jesus. In Your life, there is truth. Thank You for being 
the life-giving Spirit coming to us to be our pattern. 

4. Lord, make us persons with “divided hooves” and who “chew the cud”. We want to have proper   
discernment towards others and take in Your word with much consideration. 

5. Lord, we want to “come out from their midst and be separated” from the worldly people. We don’t 
want to be salted by the world but instead move away and above the world. May we have much 
consideration when contacting people. 

6. Lord, we want to enjoy You as the common portion and as the choice portion. Thank You for      
calling us to the place You have chosen. Increase our enjoyment both in our private lives and also in 
the church life.

Eventually, we will 
be brought into God’s glory in an outward way. Whereas the 
inner saturating is a lifelong process, our being brought into 
God’s glory outwardly will be instantaneous. In an instant, in 
the twinkling of an eye, we will be brought into God’s glory. 
Thus, the matured believers will be glorified from within 
through the lifelong saturation with the glory of God and 
from without through their being brought into God’s glory.
