The Church—the Reprint of the Spirit 
We need to realize that we have been born of God (John 1:12-13). Those human beings who have been born of 
God, today are the sons of God. Regeneration means that God has been born into our being. Now we have 
God’s divine life (1 John 5:11-12) and divine nature (2 Pet. 1:4). How could we be the continuation of Christ, the  
enlargement of Christ, or the spreading of Christ unless we have Christ in us (Col. 1:27), unless we are a part of 
Christ (Eph. 5:30)? It is only possible for us to be Christ’s continuation, Christ’s Body, if we have Christ within us. 
The Body of Christ is surely a part of Christ. The church has Christ within. The church has the life of Christ and the 
nature of Christ, so the church is the Body of Christ, the continuation of Christ, the enlargement of Christ, and the 
spreading of Christ.  
 
For centuries, however, no one has seen, not even the deeper saints, that the church is the reproduction of Christ. 
We can say this because the lampstand in Exodus was one, and the lampstands in Revelation are seven. The one 
lampstand has been reproduced. The unique lampstand in Exodus became a model, out of which came seven 
lampstands. The seven lampstands are exactly the same as the unique lampstand in nature, essence, shape, and 
every respect. Cakes may be made by putting the batter into a mold. By using the mold, the same cake may be 
made again and again. Christ is the mold, and the church is the reproduction of Christ. What is the church today? 
To say that the church is the Body, the continuation, the enlargement, and the spreading of Christ is not enough. 
We all have to see that the church is an exact reproduction of Christ. Christ was the unique lampstand, and all the 
churches are the lampstands in the same nature, essence, model, shape, and function. According to the 
lampstand in Exodus, we can say that the church is the reproduction of Christ, and according to the lampstand in 
Zechariah, the church is the reprint of the Spirit. The ultimate definition of the church is that the church is the   
reproduction of Christ and the reprint of the Holy Spirit.  
 
When we say that we are the church, we have to realize that the church is the reproduction of Christ and the   
reprint of the Spirit. When we say that we are the church, we must realize that we have to be fully in the Spirit. 
Even if we are only partially in the flesh, we become a poor reproduction, a poor reprint. When we brothers and 
sisters come together, if we all are in the Spirit, we are the church. If we are outside the Spirit, we are not the 
church. Whether or not we are actually the church depends upon whether or not we are in the Spirit. If we are in 
the Spirit, we are the church. We have to admit that when we are outside the Spirit, we are merely the fallen race 
and the descendants of Adam...Are we standing as the church in our locality? Then we must be in the Spirit. If we 
are not in the Spirit, we are through with the church because the church is the reproduction of Christ and the  
reprint of the Spirit.  
 
What is the church? The church is the lampstand. In the Lord’s recovery we all have to see that the church is so 
high and so pure. The church is nothing less than Christ and the Spirit because both Christ and the Spirit are the 
lampstand, and the church is also the lampstand. This is a picture of regeneration and transformation. Christ has 
been regenerated into our being, and we are being fully transformed into His being (2 Cor. 3:18). He is the 
lampstand, and the church is also the lampstand. We have to see what the church is to such an extent. If we see 
this vision of the church, we will be afraid to exercise our flesh. We need to see that the church is absolutely 
something of Christ and in the Spirit. It is the lampstand, a reproduction of Christ and a reprint of the Spirit

Coming to the Full Knowledge of the Truth 
 
Redeeming the Time to Obtain a Proper Spiritual Education in Order 
to Teach the Truth 
In order to teach the truth effectively, we need to obtain an adequate 
understanding of the truth. It is one thing to have a general knowledge 
of the truth concerning God’s economy and another thing to be able to 
effectively present this truth to others. I encourage the saints to study 
one Life-study message with the corresponding verses, footnotes, and 
cross references of the Recovery Version of the Bible day by day, five 
days a week. If the saints practice this, in several years they will gain a 
proper understanding of the entire New Testament. We should learn to 
redeem the time to study the New Testament (cf. Eph. 5:16)… 
  
If, by the Lord’s mercy, we determine to spend time five days a week to 
read the Life-studies of the New Testament with the footnotes of the 
Recovery Version, after five years of persistent practice we will possess 
the adequate knowledge of the New Testament. We will acquire the 
knowledge of both the various subjects in the New Testament as well as 
the crucial points of the truth revealed in each book of the New        
Testament. The best way to study all the crucial points of the divine  
revelation in the New Testament is to read the Life-study messages and 
the footnotes of the Recovery Version according to the sequence of the 
New Testament, book by book, chapter by chapter  (CWWL, 1984, vol. 1, pp.
