Christ is portrayed as a compassionate
Samaritan saving the wounded.

He bound up his wound — healing him

He poured on his wound oil and wine — giving
him the Holy Spirit and the divine life

He brought him to an inn — into the church

The Lord Jesus fully meets our urgent need, He
is full of compassion, love, sympathy and care

He is merciful, tender, and bountiful care for us
wounded ones
